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Confirmation of Arbitration Agreement

1. Agreement to Proceed.  The parties to this proceeding, acting in their own capacity or through their designated legal representatives, have agreed to submit the dispute referenced above to binding arbitration conducted through Washington Arbitration & Mediation Service (“WAMS”), in accordance with the procedural provisions of RCW 7.04A and the administrative provisions of the most current WAMS Arbitration Rules (1/11). 2. Authority of the Arbitrator.  The parties to this arbitration and their legal representatives accept the appointment of _________________________________________ to serve as arbitrator in this matter and to otherwise conduct the arbitration in accordance with Washington law and the WAMS Arbitration Rules. The arbitrator will be the sole judge of the admissibility of evidence offered by the parties and has been given the authority to determine and award appropriate relief.

The undersigned parties agree to legally abide by the Decision of the arbitrator to be rendered pursuant to this binding arbitration proceeding and further agree that judgment may be entered thereupon in a court of competent jurisdiction in the State of Washington, subject to any underlying policy or contract provisions that provide otherwise. Unless specifically stated otherwise on the line below, the Internal Appeal provision of the WAMS Arbitration Rules does not apply to this proceeding.

4.  Right of Representation.  The parties to the Agreement have been advised of their right to be represented by counsel throughout this proceeding.
